4. Conditions, place, and planned date of the contract:
4.1. Contractor is expected to have demonstrable experience with genome resequencing for use in phylogeography, demography and local adaptation studies. To document this, the Contractor will provide:
a) a list of similar services performed in the last three years;
b) a list of publications in peer-reviewed journals from the last three years confirming expertise in genome resequencing.
4.2. The Contractor does not claim any copyrights to the generated data and will not use them in any way for its own purposes. All generated data constitute the entire intellectual property of the purchaser. 
4.3. The service will not be performed in collaboration with other entities or with the use of subcontractors or intermediaries.
4.4. Delivery of samples to the Contractor. Costs of the sample transport is covered by the Contractor. Samples will be sent in 2 batches/tranches. First batch will be delivered to the Contractor by the end of December 2024. Second batch will be delivered by the end of May 2025. 
4.5. Contractor can use their own method for library preparation (e.g. Truseq PCRfree, NEBNext Ultra II FS ) with their own platform for sequencing (e.g. NovaSeq X, DNBSEQ, or Novaseq 6000), but sequencing outputs of samples must meet the requirement for each group (10Gb/sample or 5Gb/sample).
4.6.  The Contractor will need to use a cloud server or hard disk for delivery of the sequencing results of and their reports including sequencing method, and summary of read length and quality distributions. 
4.7. Keeping the Ordering Party informed about the progress and stages of work through regular communication with a dedicated project manager.
4.8. The service includes technical support and user care.
4.9. Return unused HMW gDNA  after sequencing is completed: included in the price of the service for 3 or more samples.
5.		Order completion time:
For each batch, the time of service completion will not exceed 30 working days from the moment of positive verification of the quality of the samples.
6. Criteria for evaluation of offers: When evaluating offers, the Purchaser will be guided by the following criterion: price 100%
